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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
The existing PoC2 SS document says that PoC Client and PoC Server can negotiate multiple Media-floor Control Entities in a PoC Session. But there are no texts describing the restrictions conditions during the negotiation procedure. So the reader will wonder if any type or any number of the Media-floor Control Entities can be negotiated.
In order to get a good effect on Media Burst Control and make the PoC User use the PoC Service more easily, there should be some restriction on the type and number of Media-floor Control Entities that can be negotiated in a PoC session, e.g only the Media-floor Control Entity of Speech, Audio&Video and DS can be negotiated in some types of PoC Session. If the PoC User requests to negotiate the Media-floor Control Entity of Audio&image, the request will be rejected by the PoC Server.
This contribution suggests adding the related texts on this point.

c) Summary of change:
Related texts are added to the sub clause 4.27.2
“Binding between Media and Media-floor Control Entities” to clarify the restrictions on the number and type of Media-floor Control Entities that can be negotiated in a PoC Session.

The description of the negotiation of Media-floor Control Entity will be incomplete.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.27.2 Binding between Media and Media-floor Control Entities
A PoC Session MAY consist of multiple Media such as audio, video, PoC Speech and Discrete Media. For Media the use of Media-floor Control entities is described in subclause 4.27.1 General”. 

The binding between the Media and the Media-floor Control Entities SHALL be negotiated between PoC Client and PoC Server at the PoC Session setup. The binding between Media and Media-floor Control Entities MAY be negotiated during the PoC Session with Session Modification procedure.

The PoC Client and PoC Server SHALL include a  the Media and Media-floor Control Entities for the PoC Session together with the binding between Media and Media-floor Control Entities, if the binding exists, when sending an offer in INVITE request. The PoC Client and PoC Server SHALL include the Media and Media-floor Control Entities accepted for the PoC Session together with the binding between Media and Media-floor Control Entities, if binding exists, when sending an answer in OK response. The offer and answer SHALL be used to characterize the Media and Media-floor Control Entities together with their binding(s), if binding exists.
 In case that Media is bind to Media-floor Control Entity, the port number defined for Media-floor Control Entity SHALL identify the Media that any Media-floor Control message applies to. 
Media-floor Control Entity MAY be bind to one or more Media. In case Media-floor Control Entity is bind to more than one Media, the Media-floor Control message sent to or received from port number defined for that Media-floor Control Entity applies to all Media that are bind to that Media-floor Control Entity.
The PoC Server MAY restrict the number of Media-floor Control Entities in a PoC Session based on its local policy. The PoC Server MAY restrict certain Media Type bindings for a Media-floor Control Entity that can be negotiated in a PoC Session based on its local policy.
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
