	An invitation to a PoC Session or a Group Advertisement that includes Included Media Content, Referenced Media Content or Text Content.


8 (New Access policy)
4.17.2.x   Request with Media Content access policy
The PoC Server SHOULD support the Request with Media Content access policy.

The XDMC MAY support configuration of Request with Media Content access policy conditions.
If the PoC Server supports Request with Media Content the PoC XDMS SHALL support storing of Request with Media Content access policy conditions.
If the PoC Server supports Request with Media content the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL check the access policy conditions defined by the Invited PoC User. 


The Request with Media Content access policy SHALL support the following actions:
· Remove or allow Referenced Media Content from PoC User or PoC Groups.
· Remove or allow Text Content from PoC User or PoC Groups.
· Remove or allow Included Media Content from PoC User or PoC Groups.
The action MAY be based on the type of Media content.
· NOTE:
Examples of Media types can be found in [RFC 2046].
The Access Control SHALL be applied also on the delivery of the Group Advertisement if Group Advertisement is supported by the PoC Server.
4.40  Request with Media Content

Request with Media Content is used to allow the PoC Client to include some information in invitations to PoC Sessions or in Group Advertisement messages.

The Media content MAY be included, subject to PoC Service Provider policies, as:
· Referenced Media Content;

· Text Content; and,

· Included Media Content.
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
