Charging section of current AD needs to be aligned with OMA Charging Enabler (OMA-AD-Charging-V1_0-20051011-D).

This document addresses the above mentioned issue.

7.22 Reference point C-5: PoC Server - Charging entity




For the PoC V2.0 Enabler Release and later PoC Enabler Releases, the C-5 reference point has been replaced by reference points CH-1 and CH-2. These interfaces are described in following sub-clauses 7.22.1 “Reference point CH-1: PoC Server – Offline Charging Entity” and 7.22.2 “Reference point CH-2: PoC Server – Online Charging Entity”. 
7.22.1 Reference point CH-1: PoC Server – Offline Charging Entity

The CH-1 reference point supports the communication between the PoC Server and the Offline Charging Entity to perform the PoC-related offline charging activity.

When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the CH-1 reference point SHALL include either the functionality provided over the Rf reference point as described in [3GPP TS 32.272] / [3GPP2 X.S0013-007] or the functionality of a direct CDR generation in the PoC Server as described in [3GPP TS 32.272] / [3GPP2 X.S0013-007].

Editor’s note: 3GPP2 reference related to CDR generation has to be checked. 
7.22.2 Reference point CH-2: PoC Server – Online Charging Entity

The CH-2 reference point supports the communication between the PoC Server and the Online Charging Entity to perform the PoC-related online charging activity.

When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the CH-2 reference point SHALL include the functionality provided over the Ro reference point as described in [3GPP TS 32.272] / [3GPP2 X.S0013-007].
