6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Add the sub-section for the Crisis Event Handling Entity 
6.1.x Crisis Event Handling Entity (CEHE)
The PoC Crisis Event Handling Entity implements the Crisis Event specific functionality for the PoC service.

The Crisis Event Handling Entity interacts with the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function through an interface. The figures in this subclause show the flow of signalling traffic and media and media-related signalling traffic between Controlling PoC Function and Crisis Event Handing Entity. The traffic flows shown in figure apply to both signalling traffic and media and media-related signalling traffic in that configuration. 

Fifure x: “Relationship between the Crisis Event Handling Entity, Controlling PoC Function, Participating PoC Function and PoC Clients for PoC Group Session“ depicts the relation between the Crisis Event Handling entity, Controlling PoC Function, Participating PoC Function and the PoC Client in multiple network environment for a PoC Group Session.

Figure x: Relationship between the Controlling PoC Function and PoC Crisis Event Handling Entity
1. The PoC Crisis Event Handling Entity SHALL
· Validate the “user identity”, “crisis authorization pass-code” and the requested “PoC group”, after receiving the “Invite with Crisis Event request” message
· Send the validation result “Crisis Request Valid” with the selected PoC group/s if validation succeeds or “Crisis Request Invalid” if validation fails to the PoC server performing the controlling PoC function. 
2. The PoC Crisis Event Handling Entity MAY
· Select one or more other PoC groups depending on the “user identity”, “crisis authorization pass-code” and the requested “PoC group” information in the received invite message.

· Request the Floor and play the announcement until the floor is requested by any member of the PoC group If Canned-Voice-Id (Announcement) is specified in the CEHE database.

Note - The need to play the Canned-Voice is decided by the service provider’s local policy and is either specified in the CEHE database records or received in the Invite request.
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
