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1 Reason for Change

R01: This is the agreed version. Impact in 6.1.2 is removed since that change will be generalized in another CR.
Justification
The setting of PoC Box Criteria is marked FFS in the AD. This contribution tries to remove that EN with the following proposal:

The Criteria is stored as part of the access control and checked by the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving the Invited PoC User.

The following criteria can be set:

· Unconditional redirect an invitation to a PoC Box when the PoC User is not registered for the PoC Service.

· Unconditionally redirect an invitation to a PoC Box (UE PoC Box or NW PoC Box) when the user is registered with the PoC Service.
Scope of change
One new subclause added and the EN removed.

Impacted subclauses
Subclause 6.1.2 and subclause 6.1.6 “NW PoC Box” are modified. 
Consequence if not accepted
The EN is not removed and PoC Box criteria can not be set and PoC 2.0 is delayed.

6.1.2    XML Document Management Client

The XML Document Management Client (XDMC) is an XCAP client which manages XML documents stored in the network (e.g. PoC-specific documents in the PoC XDMS, URI lists used as e.g. Contact Lists in the Shared XDMS, etc).  Management features include operations such as create, modify, retrieve, and delete.  

The XDMC MAY be implemented in a UE or fixed terminal.

The XDMC SHALL:

· Manage XML documents.
The XDMC MAY:

· Subscribe to changes made to XML documents stored in the network, such that it will receive notifications when those documents change.
· Support Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring.
· Support Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring.
· Support Incoming Media Barring.

6.1.6   NW PoC Box
The NW PoC Box is an optional function located in the PoC User’s Home PoC Network.

The NW PoC Box SHALL be able to:
· Support PoC Session signaling;

· Support Talk Burst Control procedure;

· Storage of  PoC Session Data;

· Support retrieval of  PoC Session Data;

· Storage of  PoC Session Control Data;

· Support retrieval of  PoC Session Control Data; and,

· Support management of stored PoC Session Control Data and stored PoC Session Data.
The NW PoC Box MAY:
· Support Media Burst Control  procedures; and,

· Delete the stored PoC Session Control Data and the PoC Session Data when the life time expires.

Editor’s note: PoC Box configuration and activation by PoC User/PoC Client is FFS.
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
