1 Reason for Change

Justification

The CR OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0400-AD--PoC-Box-criteria-Access-Policy proposes that the PoC Box criteria are stored as part of the access control document. The following CR makes the corresponding modification to the SD.
Scope of change

The subclause 17.2 is modified to include the PoC Box criteria in the list. A new subclause is added under Access control describing the PoC Box criteria access control.

A PoC Service setting is only useful when the PoC User is registered for the service but as such it may be very useful feature (the PoC User can very quick switch between activated – deactivated e.g. when another person enter his office and he do not want to be disturbed but still make it possible for a person to leave a message) and an compare with ISB).

The PoC User can not set the criteria for PoC Box.

Change 1:  (Modified text)
4.17.2    PoC User access policy

PoC User access policy MAY be used by the PoC User as a means of controlling incoming and outgoing PoC Session requests from other PoC Users or PoC Groups. 
The PoC User access policies include: 

· Default Access Rules;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB);
· Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB); and,
· Incoming Media Barring.

· PoC Box criteria access policy
Change 2:  (New subclause)
4.17.2.x   PoC Box criteria access policy

The PoC Server MAY support the PoC Box criteria access policy.

The XDMC MAY support configuration of PoC Box criteria access policy conditions.

If the PoC Server supports PoC Box the PoC XDMS SHALL support storing of PoC Box criteria access policy conditions.
If the PoC Server supports PoC Box the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function of the Invited PoC Client SHALL check the PoC Box criteria access policy conditions defined by the Invited PoC User. 

The PoC Box criteria access policy SHALL support the following actions:

· Unconditional redirect invitations to the UE PoC Box from PoC User or PoC Groups when the PoC User is registered with a UE PoC Box.
· Unconditional redirect invitations to the NW PoC Box from PoC User or PoC Groups when the PoC User is registered with a PoC Client.
· Unconditional redirect invitations to the NW PoC Box from PoC User or PoC Groups when the PoC User is not registered with a PoC Client.
· Unconditional redirect invitations to the NW PoC Box or the UE PoC Box from PoC User or PoC Groups when ISB PoC Service Setting is active.
· Remove/allow/reject specific Media Types included as part of the negotiation procedure for the PoC Session from the invitation before redirecting an Invitation to the PoC Box.
