1st change: NW PoC Box is not a function but a PoC functional entity and the relevant change is made to the definition of NW PoC Box. (6.1.6 NW PoC Box is described under 6.1 PoC Functional Entities.)
2nd and 3rd changes: 2 parameters are added for PoC Service Setting. 

The first parameter NW PoC Box willingness basically means whether the PoC Client supports the NW PoC Box function or not AND whether the PoC User is willing to use the NW PoC Box function. The reason only one parameter is  used instead of 2 (capability and willingness) is that if PoC User sets the value “true”, then it already means that the PoC Client supports the function and therefore 2 parameters can be minimized into 1. (The PoC Server does not necessarily to distinguish between whether the PoC User is not willing to use the function or the PoC Client is not supporting the function.)
The second parameter NW PoC Box routing conditionality basically means whether the PoC User wants the incoming PoC Session invitation to come to himself before being routed to the NW PoC Box or simply the PoC User wants the invitation to be routed to the NW PoC Box without trying to invite him. (When the invitation comes, just route the invitation to the NW PoC Box always or ring you first and if you don’t answer for long time, then route it to the NW PoC Box.)

Note: Since the second parameter is only valid when the first parameter is valid, it is possible to minimize to use one parameter to express all 3 cases (1. PoC User not willing to use the NW PoC Box, 2. PoC User willing to use the NW PoC Box routing and the routing is done unconditionally, and 3. PoC User willing to use the NW PoC Box routing but the routing is done conditionally.)

4th change: The detailed text for the conditions of the 2nd parameter is provided. The title 4.30 NW PoC Box is also changed to 4.30 NW PoC Box function since the subclause is not intended to describe the PoC functional entity but rather how the NW PoC Box function is working. The text provided with this CR is not exhaustive and only touching some issues of NW PoC Box function.
d) Consequence if not approved:
ENs for PoC Box are not resolved.
e) Reason for revision:


R01: ISB setting is considered for redirect condition and XDMS usage, when the PoC Client is not registered, is considered linking another contribution (Doc# 401).
R02: uploading problem and R02 is the same as R01.
R03: to make that the PoC Client publishes only one information element for PoC Box service instead of 2 information elements and to make it useful for UE PoC Box as well.
R04: R&A comments are covered.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the PoC Box indication setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the PoC Box indication setting if the PoC Client supports the PoC Box function.

The possible values are:

· unwilling; 
· unconditional; or
· conditional

If the value is “unwilling” the PoC Server SHALL NOT route the incoming PoC Session invitations to the PoC Box of the Served PoC User.

4.30. NW PoC Box function

The PoC Client MAY publish the PoC Service Setting for NW PoC Box function and the parameters for the PoC Service Setting SHALL contain the PoC User’s willingness to route the incoming PoC Session to NW PoC Box as specified in subclause 4.25.10 “NW PoC Box willingness” and the indication whether the incoming PoC Session is routed to the NW PoC Box unconditionally or conditionally as specified in subclause 4.25.11 “NW PoC Box routing conditionality”.

The conditions for routing the incoming PoC Session to NW PoC Box SHALL be:
· when the PoC Server does not receive the ringing response from the PoC Client for certain time after the PoC Server sent the invitation to the PoC Client in case of Manual Answer Mode;

· when the PoC Server does not receive the invitation accept or reject response from the PoC Client for certain time after the Poc Server received the ringing response from the PoC Client in case of Manual Answer Mode;

· when the PoC Server does not receive the invitation accept or reject response from the PoC Client for certain time after the PoC Server sent the invitation to the PoC Client in case of Automatic Answer Mode; and
· when the ISB setting of the invited PoC User is set to “ISB active”.
The conditions for routing the incoming PoC Session to NW PoC Box SHOULD be:
· when the PoC Client already participated in another PoC Session and the PoC Client does not support the Simultaneous PoC Sessions.

The parameter of the PoC Service Setting for the several conditions SHALL be expressed as only one indication.
The XDMC in the UE SHALL allow the PoC User to change its willingness to route the incoming PoC Sessions to NW PoC Box when the PoC Client is not registered with the SIP/IP Core as specified in subclause 4.17.2.x “PoC Box criteria access policy”.
