Mainly:

· detection on FDCFO support in PoC Server

· detection on FDCFO support in PoC Clients of PoC Session Participants

· what happens if FDCFO is not supported by a PoC Clients of a PoC Session Participant

b) Clauses affected:

Sub clause 8.42
c) Summary of change:

The change request suggests that the PoC Client and PoC Server indicate the support for FDCFO at PoC Session establishment and PoC Server includes the PoC Clients FDCFO support into Participant information.
d) Consequence if not approved:

PoC Client will not be able to warn PoC User, that the FDCFO action which the PoC User would like to do is not possible in the current PoC Session or is not supported by some of the PoC Session Participants.
e) Reason for revision:

N/A.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

8.42 Full Duplex Call Follow On
The PoC Server MAY support Full Duplex Call Follow On, The PoC Client MAY support Full Duplex Call Follow On.
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function of a PoC Session and PoC Clients participating in the PoC Session support Full Duplex Call Follow On, the Full Duplex Call Follow On allows a PoC Session Participant to indicate to the other PoC Session Participants to initiate/join another independent full duplex voice call (either a circuit switched voice call or voice-over-IP call).
NOTE1: The full duplex voice call initiation is out of the scope of this specification. The full duplex voice call is to be initiated by full duplex voice client (circuit switched client or voice-over-IP client), which is collocated in the UE with PoC Client.
The originating PoC Client sends to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function a Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication containing one or more addresses to be used by the other PoC Session Participants to initiate the full duplex voice call. 

NOTE2: Multiple addresses can be provided, only if they identify the same full duplex voice call 

NOTE3: Each address can be a TEL URI or a SIP URI
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function upon reception of the Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication sends to each PoC Session Participant a Full Duplex Call Follow On indication containing the same information as the received Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication. 

NOTE4: When terminating PoC Client receives the Full Duplex Call Follow On indication, the full duplex voice client collocated with the terminating PoC Client can initiate the full duplex voice call to the provided address (if multiple addresses are provided, selection is based on local settings).
After originating PoC Client sends the Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication, the originating PoC Client SHOULD release the PoC Session.

NOTE5: After the originating PoC Client releases the PoC Session, the full duplex voice client collocated with the originating PoC Client can initiate the full duplex voice call. 

NOTE6: Any type of PoC Session is converted to dial-in full duplex voice conference



Editor’s note: Whether the terminating PoC Client releases the PoC Session after it was accepted to set up full duplex call is FFS
Editor’s note: It is FFS, whether service provider policy is taken into account during Full Duplex Call Follow On decision procedures
Editor’s note: It is FFS, whether to (1) include in the Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication and Full Duplex Call Follow On indication an HTTP URL pointing to an XML document containing the list of full duplex call addresses instead of including the list of full duplex call addresses; or (2) to use the PoC2 content indirection feature to retrieve the full duplex call addresses based on the URL and then include that as content in the body of the message to the participants.
Editor’s note: It is FFS, how to extend this concept in order to allow the initiating PoC User to be the one who initiates the full duplex voice call directly to the terminating PoC User, in case of 1-1 PoC Sessions
8.42.1 Full Duplex Call Follow On support negotiation

The PoC Server, which supports the Full Duplex Call Follow On, performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL indicate Full Duplex Call Follow On support in INVITE request and INVITE response at PoC Session establishment.
The PoC Server, which supports the Full Duplex Call Follow On, performing the Participating PoC Function for Pre-established PoC Session includes the Controlling PoC Function’s Full Duplex Call Follow On support indication into TBCP Connect message sent to PoC Client at PoC Session establishment.
Editor’s note: If the Full Duplex Call Follow On is specified using a mandatory feature of PoC Server, the statements above are not needed.

The PoC Client, which supports the Full Duplex Call Follow On, participating in a PoC Session SHALL indicate Full Duplex Call Follow On support type (either a circuit switched voice call or voice-over-IP call) in INVITE request and INVITE response at PoC Session establishment.
The PoC Server, which supports the Full Duplex Call Follow On, performing the Controlling PoC Function includes the PoC Client’s Full Duplex Call Follow On support type indication into Participant Information.

The PoC Server, which supports the Full Duplex Call Follow On, performing the Participating PoC Function for Pre-established PoC Session includes the PoC Client’s Full Duplex Call Follow On support indication into PoC Session Invitation request and PoC Session Invitation response sent to Controlling PoC Function at PoC Session establishment.
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
