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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:
PoC 2 CP contains many editorial inconsistencies and errors. Majority of those are shown as with revision marks in attached document. As due to huge amount of changes proposed, procedurally it is suggested that interested parties would familiarize with the document and at the meeting pin point those issues which should not be changed. Author (Pekka) believes that all changes presented are purely editorial.
Examples of the inconsistency in the current specification: 

PoC feature tag "isfocus" versus 'isfocus'

Include a SDP offer… while it should be …an SDP offer…

"xxxxx" element versus <xxxxx> element.

According to rules and procedure of …while should be … according to rules and procedures of…

Et cetera.

One issue, not fixed, is use of curly quotes versus "straight quotes". Author of this CR suggests use of "straight quotes" always, which can be enabled in word by tools -> AutoCorrect options -> AutoCorrect when typing -> untick "smart quotes".

Option tag 'timer' => same as above. Also selected format where option tag / feature tag words come first, and then name of the tag. In some cases there may read insert 'timer' option tag...which is reversed to option tag 'timer'.

'require' and 'explicit' parameters… => for parameters single quotes selected i.e. 'param_name' parameter

SHALL set the value 'false' in… => for values of parameters and attributes, single quotes selected.

"a=sendonly" attribute => for attributes, double quotes selected.

Not change to every place, but editor may do, is to use always straight quotes " and ' and not curly ones.
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
