5.11. Group Advertisement

Group Advertisement is used to inform PoC Group members about the existence and the membership of the PoC Group. Group Advertisement is a feature, which extends the basic PoC service functionality with an additional communication mode for providing operational PoC Group-related information. When supported, Group Advertisement reuses PoC addressing. 

PoC Clients and PoC Servers supporting Group Advertisement indicate this operational capability as an additional communication mode when required, to indicate that the request is different from the basic PoC capability.

PoC Host or PoC Group members is/are able to send Group Advertisement information to a single PoC Group member, a list of PoC Group members or to all PoC Group members of the PoC Group using the PoC Group Identity.

PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function can support delivery of Group Advertisement messages to some or all PoC Group members and applies authorization rules for who are allowed to send Group Advertisement information to all PoC Group members. The possible authorization rules are:

· only the PoC Group owner is allowed to send Group Advertisement information to all Group members

· all the PoC Group members are allowed to send Group Advertisement information to all Group members.
PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function provides Access Control for the Group Advertisement information sent to a PoC User.
