4.26 PoC Service Settings 

PoC Client MAY subscribe the PoC Service Settings that PoC Server supports, if PoC Server receives a subscribe request to the PoC Service Settings, PoC Server SHALL notify the PoC Client the PoC Service Settings it supports.

PoC Client does not need to publish all the optional PoC Service Settings that PoC Server supports, but If PoC Client publishes some PoC Service Setting that PoC Server does not support, PoC Server SHALL indicate PoC Client the optional PoC Service Settings it supports with a final 4xx response to the publish request.
The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support; 
· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode; and
· Included Media Content in a Request Support.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.
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
