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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:

The Discrete Media Burst sender identification is not covered in the SD yet.  Currently there is the following editor's note in subclause 4.4 as place holder:

"Editor's note: The transportation of sender identification in case of Discrete media is FFS."
The presentation on how specify this feature was given in Osaka in OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0458 and presented to POC WG and MWG/IM.

b) Clauses affected:

Subclause 4.4 Talker Identification and 4.45 Discrete Media transfer 
c) Summary of change:

When a payload (message/image/file) is going to be sent in Discrete Media Burst of Discrete Media Type, which is not bound to a MCE, PoC Client wraps the payload into message/cpim wrapper. PoC Client also includes into the wrapper its own PoC Address and Nick Name. 
PoC Server checks the received Media Burst and if the wrapper embedded PoC Address and Nick Name are not the same as used during PoC Session initiation/re-negotiation, PoC Server rejects the Media Burst. 
The PoC Server also rejects the Media Burst, if there is no wrapper.
d) Consequence if not approved:

The Sender Identification is not available for the Discrete Media Bursts

4.4 Talker Identification

The Talker Identification has been extended to also include the identity of the Participant sending a Media Burst, see subclause 9.4.1 “Sender Identification”.
4.4.3 Sender Identification
In order to provide the PoC Address and Nick Name of the Participant who is sending a Talk Burst or a Media Burst to Participants in the PoC Session the PoC Server SHALL support Sender Identification.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL collect the PoC Address and Nick Name of the Participants engaged in the PoC Session when in the process of establishing the PoC Session with PoC Clients, including the initiator’s PoC Address and Nick Name, which is received in the initial PoC Session establishment phase.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL provide the PoC Address Address and the Nick Name, if a Nick Name is available, of the Participant at the sending PoC Client to the receiving PoC Client in the receiving Talk Burst message or, in case of other media than PoC Speech, in the receiving Media Burst message.  

In the case the PoC Address is restricted subclause Error! Reference source not found. “Privacy” applies.

The sender identification of Discrete Media, which is not bound to a Media-floor Control Entity, is specified in the subclause 4.45.XX.2 "MCE unbound Discrete Media Type sender identification".

4.45 Discrete Media transfer
In addition to the Continuous Media, the PoC Server SHALL support the transfer of Discrete Media.  The PoC Client MAY support Discrete Media.
4.45.XX Sender identification
4.45.XX.1 MCE bound Discrete Media Type sender identification
The Discrete Media Burst sender identification of Media Type, which is bound to a Media-floor Control Entity, is defined in subclause 4.4.3 "Sender Identification".
4.45.XX.2 MCE unbound Discrete Media Type sender identification
When the Discrete Media Type is not bound to a Media-floor Control Entity, the PoC Client sending Discrete Media Burst SHALL encapsulate the payload (message/image/file) into a message/cpim wrapper, which also contains the Discrete Media Burst sender's PoC Address and Nick Name. 

When the Discrete Media Type is not bound to a Media-floor Control Entity and PoC Server receives a Media Burst with message/cpim wrapper containing the encapsulated payload and the Discrete Media Burst sender's PoC Address and Nick Name, the PoC Server SHALL check the included Discrete Media Burst sender's PoC Address and Nick Name. If the Discrete Media Burst sender's PoC Address is different than the PoC Address used for the PoC Session by the sending PoC Client or if the Discrete Media Burst sender's Nick Name is different than the Nick Name used for the PoC Session by the sending PoC Client, the PoC Server SHALL reject the Media Burst.
When the Discrete Media Type is not bound to a Media-floor Control Entity and PoC Server receives a Media Burst which does not contain the message/cpim wrapper, the PoC Server SHALL reject the Media Burst.
In the case the PoC Address is restricted subclause 4.7 “Privacy” applies.
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
