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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:
According to discussion in PoC WG, MBC Schemes can be defined for pre-arranged PoC Group and stored as Group information. MBC Schemes can also be defined as local policy and called locally defined MBC Schemes. 
Current SD document has an EN which “if Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes can be supported by Ad hoc PoC Group and 1-to-1 PoC Session is FFS.” Because it is no problem that locally defined MBC Schemes are applied in Ad hoc PoC Group, 1-to-1 PoC Session and 1-many-1 PoC Group Session, this CR suggest removing this EN.

Current SD document also has an EN which “how a PoC Client gets the determined Media Burst Control Scheme is FFS.” This CR also proposes to remove this EN because PoC Server could response the indication of MBC Schemes to PoC Client in Response message.

Subclause 4.39 “Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes”

Remove the two ENs in subclause 4.39.

4.39  Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes
Media Burst Control Scheme is a way of using Media Burst Control and/or Talk Burst Control according to predefined rules and procedures. The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY support multiple Media Burst Control schemes for 1 to 1 PoC Session,  Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, Pre-arranged PoC Group Session, Chat PoC Group Session and 1-many-1 PoC Group Session. 
Note: Locally defined Media Burst Control Scheme(s) in the PoC Server are defined for 1 to 1 PoC Session, Ad-hoc PoC Group Session.

If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function supports Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes, the follow applies:
· On receiving a session set-up request, the PoC Server performing Controlling Function SHALL apply Media Burst Control scheme defined for the pre-arranged PoC Group if included in the Group Information.
· The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY indicate to the PoC Client which Media Burst Control Scheme is used in the PoC Session when the PoC Session is established.
· The PoC Client MAY indicate to the PoC User which Media Burst Control Scheme is used in the PoC Session when the PoC session is established.

NOTE:
If the PoC Server supports queuing, it MAY apply a specific scheme that a queue can be assigned for associated Media-floor Control Entities.
