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1 Reason for Change

The chapter 5.6 MSRP is currently empty. It should be filled with text describing the usage of MSRP in the PoCv2.

c) Summary of change:

Description of the MSRP usage is added to 5.6 and states that the Discrete Media User Plane is done as specified in IM TS and PoCv2 UP document.

In Seoul meeting it was agreed to reference the common IM1 + PoCv2 Discrete Media functionality from PoCv2 TS to IM1 TS – see OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0246R01 (Slide#4 stating "The PoC2 AD/TS “Discrete Media” chapters will reference the IM AD/TS chapters" and Slide#6 stating "Common messaging functionalities (in IM AD/IM TS) to be referenced from PoC (PoC AD/PoC TS) ").

The usage of MSRP (not taking into account the arbitration) is a common functionality of PoCv2 Discrete Media and IM1.

Pointing to IM1 allows us to leave part of the PoCv2 Discrete Media specification to IM WG (e.g. how the MSRP messages are composed) and keeps the User Plane behavior the same.
The statements also allow extending the IM functionality with PoCv2 Discrete Media specific functionality (e.g. progress report).
d) Consequence if not approved:

The MSRP usage in PoCv2 is not defined.

The PoC Client MAY support the Message Session Relay Protocol (MSRP) for the Discrete Media User Plane, according to rules and procedures as specified in [OMA-IM-TS] and as endorsed in X "Endorsement".


The MSRP message sending MAY be arbitrated by Media-floor Control Entity as specified in this document.
