6.1.X PoC Client sending a Discrete Media as a SIP MESSAGE
Upon a request from a PoC User to send a Discrete Media and when the SIP MESSAGE request is used, the PoC Client: 

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request as specified in [OMA-IM-TS] "Sending SIP MESSAGE for Pager Mode";
· 2. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the PoC feature tag, '+g.poc.discretemedia' according to rules and procedures of [RFC3841] instead of the IM feature-tag '+g.oma.sip-im'; 
· Editor's Note:  It is FFS, if also g.poc.talkburst feature tag is included.
· 3. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the PoC Server according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
· Editor's Note.  The new feature tag need to be registered.
· NOTE:  The SIP MESSAGE is sent inside the existing SIP dialog, when sent to the Participants of the PoC Session. 
Editor's Note:  Sending SIP MESSAGE inside the SIP dialog is FFS.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.

6.2.X PoC Client receiving Discrete Media as a SIP MESSAGE
Upon receiving a SIP MESSAGE request containing the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.discretemedia' in the Accept-Contact header field, and MIME body, the PoC Client:

· 1. SHALL perform the actions specified in [OMA-IM-TS] "IM Client receives SIP MESSAGE";
