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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 
If multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity are part of a PoC Session, they have to be synchronized to provide the receiving PoC Users a consistent experience (receiving PoC User sees sending PoC User speaking and at the same time receiving PoC User hears sending PoC User’s speech). 
Inter-media synchronization is done using NTP timestamp of SR packet and RTP timestamps of RTP packets.

In PoC1 the SR sending is optional.
b) Clauses affected:

Sub clause 4.11
c) Summary of change:

This change request suggests to make SR sending mandatory for PoC Client which participate in PoC Session with multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity.
This change request suggests that SR forwarding is mandatory for PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function in PoC Session with multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity.

Lip synchronization will not work.

4.11 Quality feedback 

The PoC Client and the PoC Server MAY send quality feedback reports to each other during a PoC Session.


Quality feedback includes the following quality feedback reports:

· Sender Report:

The sender of a Talk Burst sends the sender report. The sender report includes:

· Accumulated number of sent media packets since the start of the PoC Session.

· A PoC Session Identifier.

· Receiver Report:

The receiver of a Talk Burst sends the receiver report. The receiver report includes:

· Information that allows the calculation of lost media packets since the start of the PoC Session.

· A PoC Session Identifier.

If the PoC Client supports the quality feedback and the PoC Client participates in a PoC Session, the PoC Client SHALL send the sender report, when the PoC Client sends the Talk Burst Completed indication or Media Burst Completed indication,

If the PoC Client supports the quality feedback and the PoC Client participates in a PoC Session which contains multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity, PoC Client SHALL additionally send the sender report 
· after receiving Talk Burst Confirm or Media Burst Confirm of this Media-floor Control Entity; and,

· periodically according to rules and procedures of [RFC3550], when the PoC Client has the permission to send Media for this Media-floor Control Entity.
If the PoC Client supports the quality feedback and the PoC Client participates in a PoC Session which contains multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity, PoC Client SHALL synchronize the playback of the received Media Bursts or Talk Bursts based on the received sender reports.
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function controls a PoC Session, which contains multiple Continuous Media Types bound to the same Media-floor Control Entity, PoC Server SHALL forward (and in a group communication, multiply) to all other PoC Clients in the PoC Session the sender report received from the PoC Client that is transmitting the Talk Burst or that has transmitted the most recent Talk Burst.
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
