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1 Overview

OMA POC WG asked the 3GPP/3GPP2 to revise the necessary 3GPP or 3GPP2 documents for PoCv2.0 charging in June 2006 and promised to inform 3GPP/3GPP2 about any changes made in the PoCv2.0 charging requirements.

Since a change in the PoCv2.0 charging requirements was done recently, OMA POC WG kindly asks 3GPP TSG SA 5 and 3GPP2 TSG-X to reflect the change in the necessary 3GPP/3GPP2 documents.
2 Proposal

The following attached documents reflect the OMA PoC WG view of overall charging support for PoC version 2.0 services. In detail:

a) The OMA Push to Talk over Cellular 2 Requirements, Candidate Version 2.0 document reflects the high level features added for OMA PoC 2.0 and the associated requirements for charging support for those features. The OMA Push to Talk over Cellular 2 Requirements, Candidate Version 2.0 document contains OMA PoC version 2.0, OMA PoC version 2.1 and OMA Post PoC version 2.1 features. Out of all the OMA PoC version 2 requirement features, the OMA PoC version 2.0 features will be considered in OMA PoC version 2.0 release.
b) The OMA Push to talk over Cellular (PoC) - Architecture, Draft Version 2.0 document reflects the OMA PoC architecture enhanced for OMA PoC version 2.0.  In particular it reflects the integration of the OMA enabler charging architecture developed by OMA MCC WG.

c) The OMA PoC System Description, Draft Version 2.0 document reflects more detailed architecture aspects of OMA PoC 2.0. Regarding charging, it identifies detailed requirements and high level information elements. The charging description covers partly also the PoCv2.1 features (e.g. Dynamic PoC Groups, Moderated PoC Groups, Invitation Reservation, Condition Based PoC Session Barring, Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions), which do not need to be considered. 
d) The change request containing the PoCv2.0 charging requirements change.
The OMA Push to talk over Cellular (PoC) - Architecture, Draft Version 2.0 document and OMA PoC System Description, Draft Version 2.0 document are in draft state. If any charging relevant changes are made to it by OMA PoC WG, 3GPP/3GPP2 will be informed by another liaison statement.
