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1 Reason for Change

The UP specification contains EN on Advanced Revocation Alert, which states 'If Revocation alert is valid also for Discrete media is FFS', and this has to be removed for the completion of the specification.
This CR attempts to solve the EN by replacing it with NOTE stating that the Advanced Revocation Alert is not valid for Discrete Media.  The alert notifies remaining transmit time, but Discrete Media does not have time element.  
Affected subclauses are 6.2.10.3.1, 6.2.10.4.2, 6.4.6.3.1 and 6.4.6.3.5.

3. MAY provide notification of the PoC User, if included in the message;

4. SHALL stop timer T11 (Media Burst Request);
