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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 
1050 suggested to remove from the SD the statements related to PoC Session release after the Full Duplex Call Follow On Proceed distribution request is sent by the originating PoC Client.
Since the purpose of the FDCFO Proceed is to replace the PoC Session with full duplex call, the PoC Session release should be kept at least for the case when PoC Speech only is used in the PoC Session. If Media Types other than PoC Speech are used in the PoC Session, it makes sense to keep the PoC Session and remove the PoC Speech from the PoC Session instead of always releasing the PoC Session.
Additionally, the terminating PoC Client behaviour is currently covered by EN only:

c) Summary of change:
The Full Duplex Call Follow On behaviour is changed in the following way:
· if there is PoC Speech only, the PoC Session is released
· if there are other Media Types in the PoC Session too, the PoC Session is modified and PoC Speech is removed from the PoC Session
Both the originating PoC Client and the terminating PoC Client start the PoC Session modification or PoC Session release after the full duplex call replacing the PoC Session is established.
d) Consequence if not approved:

The originating PoC Client always releases the PoC Session after FDCFO Proceed and the behaviour of the terminating PoC Client is not defined.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.35 Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed 
4.35.1 General

The PoC Server MAY support Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed, The PoC Client MAY support Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed.

If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function of a PoC Session and PoC Clients participating in the PoC Session support Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed, the "Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed" allows a PoC Session Participant to send an indication to the other PoC Session Participants to initiate/join another independent full duplex voice call (either a circuit switched voice call or voice-over-IP call, subject to Service Provider Policy and configuration).
NOTE1: The full duplex voice call initiation is out of the scope of this specification. The full duplex voice call is to be initiated by full duplex voice client (circuit switched client or voice-over-IP client), which is collocated in the UE with PoC Client.
NOTE2: After the originating PoC Client sends the Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication, the full duplex voice client collocated with the originating PoC Client initiates the full duplex voice call. 

A PoC Client that supports Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed sends to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function a Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication containing one or more addresses to be used by the other PoC Session Participants to initiate the full duplex voice call. 

NOTE3: Multiple addresses can be provided, only if they identify the same full duplex voice call 

NOTE4: Each address can be a TEL URI (E.164) or a SIP URI
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function upon reception of a Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication sends to each PoC Session Participant a Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication containing the same information as the received Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication. 

NOTE5: If the terminating PoC User acknowledges the Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication, the full duplex voice client collocated with the terminating PoC Client initiates the full duplex voice call to the provided address (if multiple addresses are provided, selection is based on local settings and subject to Service Provider Policy and configuration).
The PoC Client, when the full duplex voice client collocated with the PoC Client successfully establishes the full duplex full duplex voice call:
· SHOULD release the PoC Session, if the PoC Session included the PoC Speech only, or 

· SHOULD initiate PoC Session modification which removes PoC Speech from the PoC Session, if the PoC Session included Media Types additional to the PoC Speech.
NOTE6: The timing of the PoC Session release and the PoC Session modification is not specified in detail.
Contributor's note (not to be included in the document text: 

The NOTE5 becomes NOTE2 with the following changes:

NOTE5: After the originating PoC Client sends the Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed distribution indication, the full duplex voice client collocated with the originating PoC Client initiates the full duplex voice call. 

NOTE7: Any type of PoC Session is converted to dial-in full duplex voice conference

Editor’s note: It is FFS, whether to (1) include in the Full Duplex Call Follow On distribution indication and Full Duplex Call Follow On indication an HTTP URL pointing to an XML document containing the list of full duplex call addresses instead of including the list of full duplex call addresses; or (2) to use the PoC2 content indirection feature to retrieve the full duplex call addresses based on the URL and then include that as content in the body of the message to the participants.
Editor’s note: It is FFS, how to extend this concept in order to allow the initiating PoC User to be the one who initiates the full duplex voice call directly to the terminating PoC User, in case of 1-1 PoC Sessions
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
