For the purposes of the PoC specifications, the terms and definitions given in [OMA Dictionary] and the following terms and definitions apply.

	Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report
	A report sent to the originating client at a defined periodicity to indicate incremental progress of the discrete media transfer to the terminating clients.


Change 2:  New section 7.xx
7.xx Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report

The PoC Client that supports discrete media MAY request progress report from the controlling PoC Function while initiating the Discrete media transfer using MSRP. 

7.xx.1 Procedures at the originating PoC client 

7.xx.1.1 Requesting progress Report

Option 1:

The PoC Client that supports discrete media MAY request Progress Report by indicating Progress Report request in its SDP offer as described in [OMA-PoC-CP]. As long as the SDP offer is asserted the PoC server SHALL include Progress Report during all Media Transfer request from the originating client. The SDP offer may be changed either by SIP RE-INVITE or SIP UPDATE. 

Option 2:

The PoC Client that supports discrete media MAY request Progress Report by including following header parameters in the MSRP SEND request.

Or
Success-report: yes ; include-optimized-progress-report

Option 3;

The PoC Client that supports discrete media MAY request Progress Report by including following MSRP and message/CPIM header parameters in the SEND request.

Editor's note: Registration of the proposed header parameters in any other standard body such as IANA, OMNA if required, need to be done.
7.xx.1.2 Receiving progress Report

The PoC Client receives the progress report in MSRP REPORT from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC function. At the receipt of MSRP REPORT the PoC client looks for the MIME body and renders the content to the user. 
7.xx.2 Procedures at the terminating PoC client 

If Success-Report is set to “yes” in the MSRP SEND request, the PoC Client receiving the discrete media SHALL send the Success Report at the successful receipt of each chunk of data to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.

If Failure-Report is set to “yes” in the MSRP SEND request, the PoC Client receiving the discrete media SHALL send the Failure Report in case of any failure to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.

7.xx.3 Procedures at the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function

If Progress report is requested the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC function SHALL provide the report according to the parameters defined in the local policy. The PoC server MAY define following parameters according to the local policy:

1. Report-Periodicity

2. Chunk-size

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL check the SDP parameter and the header information in the MSRP SEND request. If Progress Report is requested, the Controlling PoC Function SHALL request the MSRP REPORT requests from terminating PoC Client(s) by including following headers in MSRP SEND request.

MSRP Header -
Success-report: yes 
When PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function receives MSRP REPORT requests from the terminating PoC Client(s) receiving the file, the PoC Server SHALL compose and aggregate Progress Reports according to local policy. When sending Progress Report to the originating PoC Client, the PoC Server SHALL include the appropriate MIME body in the MSRP REPORT request. 
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
