In order to support usage scenario 3 as described in clause 1 “Scope” in the present document replace “PoC Client” with PoC Interworking Agent”
Replicate the statements referring to PoC Users for P2T Users and PoC Remote Access Users. 

Clause 1 “Scope” in [OMA-POC-CP] does not apply and is replaced by the clause 1 “Scope” in the present document.
