and due to PoCv2.0 functional entities usage of only the subset of the XDMv2.0 signalling of XDMv2.0 Shared Group and XDMv2.0 Shared User Access Policy which is the same as PoCv1.0 signalling for PoCv1.0 Group and PoCv1.0 User Access Policy, the backward compatibility is ensured by appropriate setting of Shared XDMS in the Aggregation Proxy and the PoC Server.
