1 Reason for Change

The comments addressed in this CR:
This CR combines a solution for the following 4 comments. In the GEN section of the SCRs, first a split into PoC Client and PoC Server sections was done. Then to capture the backwards compatibility requirement, 2 SCRs were create for PoC Client and 2 for PoC Server. For each, a backwards compatibility with mandatory PoC 1.0 SCRs is covered by one mandatory 2.0 SCR. Also, for each, a backwards compatibility with optional PoC 1.0 SCRs is covered by one optional 2.0 SCR. These SCRs refer only to PoC 1.0 CP and not ERELD, since CP TS needs to be backwards compatible with 1.0 CP TS and not all requirements from ERLED.

Comment:  Can we really state: ERELD1:OCF and ERELD1:OSF in the 2.0 Client and Server requirements? That would mean that 2.0 PoC Client and 2.0 PoC Server must support all optional client and server requirements respectively.
Proposed Change: Remove OCF and OSF from these 2 requirements. It is possible to add 2 extra SCRs:  PoC_CP-GEN-C-003-O and PoC_CP-GEN-S-006-O and only list ERELD1:OCF and ERELD1:OSF in them.
	Status: CLOSED
Split up the requirement for the backwards compatibility into 2 : backwards compatibility with the optional SCRs and backwards compatibility with the mandatory SCRs. We cannot have them as one SCR.  For example: PoC_CP-GEN-C-003-M is a mandatory SCR and it had a Requirement of MCF and OCF. That means that 2.0 PoC Client has to be backwards compatible to 1.0 optional functions it does not understand.
