When composing an SDP offer according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264] and [RFC4566] the PoC Server:
· 1. SHALL set the IP address of the PoC Client for each offered Media Stream and for each offered Media-floor Control Entity;
· 2. SHALL include the media-level section for each offered Media Stream consisting of:
a) the port number for the Media Stream selected as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Port numbers";
b) the codec(s) and Media Parameters;

NOTE 3:
The Media Parameters of the Discrete Media are specified in [OMA IM TS].

· c) the "a=label" attribute with a unique value as specified in [RFC4574], if the Media Stream is to be connected to a Media-floor Control Entity, except when only PoC Speech with TBCP is offered; 
· d) the IP address of the PoC Client and port number to be used for RTCP at the PoC Client selected as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Port numbers", according to rules and procedures of [RFC3605], if the Media Stream uses the RTCP protocol and other than the default IP address or port number specified by the [RFC3550] is to be used; and,
