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1 Reason for Change

Justification

Subclause 6.3 “Media Burst Control Scheme Actions” specifies a PoC Specific Group Action. Subclause 6.2 “Group Actions” also specifies PoC Specific Group Actions, so these two subclauses should be merged.

As explained in System Description document, the PoC User active in the role of PoC Dispatcher is the one who can transfer the PoC Dispatcher role. Therefore the following combination of Group Actions does not make sense: 

· <allow-dispatch> “false” and <allow-dispatcher-role-transfer> “true”.

A validation constraint should be added explaining this constraint.

Confusion with subclauses 6.2 and 6.3
A member of the Group may be allowed to transfer the PoC Dispatcher role but not allowed to be the PoC Dispatcher. This does not make sense.
