4.43.5 Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report and final report
4.43.5.1 General

When transferring Discrete Media, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL support Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report and final report. 

If  PoC Client supports Discrete Media it MAY support requesting transfer of progress reports and final report and SHALL support providing information essential for the  generation of transfer progress report and final report, if requested.

When requesting transfer reports the PoC Client MAY request either progress report, final report or both. The PoC Client MAY request final report for any Discrete Media transfer irrespective of the transfer mode and MAY request progress report only for Discrete Media transfer using MSRP.
4.43.5.2 Requesting Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report and final report
The PoC Client sending the Discrete Media MAY request from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function, the Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report, final report or both at the PoC Session setup or at the PoC Session modification.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow  negotiation of these parameters values either at PoC Session setup or during the PoC Session by the Participants. If not negotiated, the default values MAY be used.
4.43.5.3 Discrete Media transfer progress information
If the PoC Client sending the Discrete Media has negotiated the Discrete Media transfer progress functionality, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL provide the amount of data sent per destination, amount of data received per destination and error information, if reported at any destination to the PoC Client sending the Discrete Media.

In addition the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY provide the time stamp information.
4.43.5.4 Discrete Media transfer status collection and report creation
If Discrete Media transfer progress functionality is requested from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function by the PoC Client sending the Discrete Media, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function:

1. SHALL request reports from the PoC Client(s) receiving the Discrete Media; 
2. SHALL provide information either as "progress report" or as "final report" or both per each PoC Client receiving the Discrete Media,  as negotiated at PoC Session setup or at PoC Session modification; and,
3. SHALL generate and transfer the reports sent to originating PoC Client according to local policy.
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
