C345: “Local policy” and “Service Provider Policy” are used for different purposes in the text. For “Policy” OMA Dictionary refers to RFC 3060, RFC 3198 and RFC 3460, but neither of them defines the two terms, nor does 3GGP. However, “Service Provider Policy” is defined in 3.2 “Definitions”. A “local policy” may be understood as vendor-specific hard coded policy rule, or a policy rule set by vendor at shipping (e.g. due to licensing constraints), or may be configurable at installation or in run-time according to Service Provider Policy and applied to a specific element in the network. A “local policy” can also be a policy that a PoC User may experience when roaming in another network, maybe different from the policy the PoC User is used to in the Home PoC Network. 
Thus local policy can be interpreted as a type of policy with a very wide scope. In fact the reader can only guess what is meant. The term “local policy” allows the specification to be less detailed about how the policy is managed and administrated, where nothing is specified about the possible results of a policy rule analysis or on which criteria an alternative is chosen. This is the same as stating that the possible results are out of scope of the specification. On the other hand, a “Service Provider Policy” should only be referred to if the possible results of policy rule analysis or the criteria which they are based on can be specified.

As the concept “local policy” is not defined the proposal is to add a note in clause 1 “Scope” stating that local policies are out of scope of this specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Local policy
1. Scope

The scope of the Push to talk over Cellular (PoC) V2.0 system description document is to define the system concepts and high level procedures for the PoC service enabler V2.0. This system description is backward compatible with the PoC AD V1.0 of clause 8 and 9 of [PoC AD V1.0]. It is based on the requirements listed for the system in the PoC requirements document [PoC RD V1.0] and [PoC RD V2.0]. 

The system description of the SIP/IP Core and the underlying access network for PoC is out of scope of this document. When SIP/IP Core corresponds to the 3GPP IMS the architecture the 3GPP enablers for OMA PoC services are described in [3GPP TR 23.979].
Local policies referred in this document are out of scope of this specification.
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
