Comment: There may be several state machines running, one per PoC Session. The decision when a PoC Session is Dormant or Active is taken by the state machine in 6.3.7 so this state machine seems to take impossible decisions (unnecessary and already done in 6.3.7) and could be simplified a lot.

Proposed Change: Simplify state machine and procedures and make references to PoC Client state machine instead of repeating. In principle only a Switch between Dormant and Active is needed and the order to switch is given from the PoC Client state machine.

o A switch to Active

o The PoC Session is released

o MBCP/TBCP messages relay

Active events

o A switch to Dormant

o RTP Media packets relay

o MBCP/TBCP messages relay

A PoC Session established using the PoC 1 procedures SHALL use the procedures in [OMA-PoC-1-UP].

There can be several 'Simultaneous PoC Sessions state diagram - per PoC Session' state machines running. The procedures to decide when a PoC Session is Active or Dormant is described in 6.3.7 "Simultaneous PoC Sessions state diagram - per PoC Client".

The State Diagram in Figure 10 "Simultaneous PoC Sessions state diagram - per PoC Session" applies to one PoC Session out of multiple Simultaneous PoC Sessions supported the PoC Server for a PoC User.

The PoC Server SHALL create an instance of the state machine for each PoC Session.

State details are explained in the following subclauses.

If a MBCP message, SIP request or RTP Media packet arrives in any state and there is no procedure specified for it in the subclauses below the PoC Server SHALL discard the MBCP message, SIP request or RTP Media packet and SHALL remain in the current state.
