6 Detailed Change Proposal
7.2.1.21 Policy for allowing Media Streams in a PoC Session

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to initiate or add a particular Media Stream in the Ad-hoc and 1-1 PoC Session that the PoC Server hosts, if following conditions are fulfilled:

· 1. the PoC User is the PoC Session originator; or

· 2. when allowed by the PoC Server local policy

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL allow only those PoC Users to initiate or add a particular Media Stream in the Pre-arranged PoC Group Session, Dispatch PoC Session or Chat PoC Group Session that the PoC Server hosts, if the PoC User is authorized to initiate or add the particular Media Stream by the <allow-media-handling> element of the Group's authorization rules, as specified in [OMA-PoC-Document-Mgmt].

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
