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1 Reason for Change

The SDP offer/answer generation procedures use the following statement to define the dependencies between the Media-floor Control Entity and the bound Media Types:
c) the "a=floorid:0 m-stream" attribute with value(s) referencing the Media Stream as specified in [RFC4583] intended to be connected to the Media-floor Control Entity except when only PoC Speech with Talk Burst Control Protocol as specified in [OMA-POC-1-UP] is offered; and.
However the RFC4583 defines the floorid parameter as follows:

6.  Association between Streams and Floors

   We define the 'floorid' SDP media-level attribute.  Its Augmented BNF

   syntax [2] is:

   floor-id-attribute = "a=floorid:" token [" mstrm:" token *(SP token)]

   The 'floorid' attribute is used in BFCP 'm' lines.  It defines a

   floor identifier and, possibly, associates it with one or more media

   streams.  The token representing the floor ID is the integer

   representation of the Floor ID to be used in BFCP.  The token

   representing the media stream is a pointer to the media stream, which

   is identified by an SDP label attribute [9].

   Endpoints that use the offer/answer model to establish BFCP

   connections MUST support the 'floorid' and the 'label' attributes.  A

   floor control server acting as an offerer or as an answerer SHOULD

   include these attributes in its session descriptions.
The SDP examples in RFC4583 contain the strings "m-stream" (e.g. a=floorid:1 m-stream:10) but this is a known bug (See: http://www1.ietf.org/mail-archive/web/mmusic/current/msg04998.html). 
The "mstrm" should be used instead of "m-stream".

Additionally, the ending quotation mark is missing in 8.1.2.
