1 Reason for Change

Justification

Currently, in 5.11.2.1 “Originating side” an OK response is sent for a GA request to a PoC Group. This is a proposal to clarify that the controlling PoC Server in fact sends an Accepted response to the request. (The controlling PoC Server does not confirm that the request is received by the members but only indicates that the PoC Server will make a try to forward the message.)
Summary of Change

The OK response in flow is replaced by an Accepted response.  

Scope of Change

Subclause 5.11.2.1 is affected.

Consequence if not accepted

Confusion to reader (that may perceive it as the OK response from the terminating PoC Client is forwarded to the originating PoC Client), and flow is not aligned with other flows using the same principle.

5. SIP/IP Core X sends the MESSAGE request to the PoC Server X. The PoC Server X authorises the advertising client (PoC Client A) if the authorisation is provisioned. PoC Server X sends the MESSAGE to the terminating party as seen in the subclause 5.11.2.2 "Terminating side". Information elements contained in the MESSAGE request:
