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1 Reason for Change

Justification
The RD contains the 2.1 feature "PoC Session Control for Crisis Handling". In order to guarantee availability of network services in a crisis situation more efficient utilization of access networks is needed for end user groups with more mission critical requirements.
One efficient way of utilizing the access networks is using multicast.

Without multicast maximum number of simultaneous sessions in one cell are 64. With multicast there is no limitation since only one uplink bearer from the Participant with permission to send Media and one downlink bearer towards all other Participants in the PoC Session that happens to be in the same cell.
The multicast service provided by the BCAST enabler can be used so the impact in PoC can be limited to implement interfaces to BCAST, no need of understanding different access network technologies. The BCAST enabler is in the candidate status.
Scope of change

The Enabler Release for multicast is changed from "Post PoC 2.1" to "PoC 2.1".
Impacted subclauses
Subclause 6.1.10 is modified.

PoC will not work for end user groups with more mission critical requirements.
