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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

The Limited Participant Information was requirement of PoC2.1 and was defined for a long time. After reviewing the requirements of this part, it was found that the implementation could be determined in several methods. 
Firstly, the Limited Participant Information should avoid the implementation of it to be something as mode. That would lead this Limited Participant Information to be determined during PoC Session negotiation. 

Secondly, current mechanism of IETF RFC3903 and IETF draft “conference state” is providing quite standard solution for Participant Information of PoC Service. The intention of this contribution is to keep Limited Participant Information as part of this existing mechanism. The limited impact to current solution will result from reusing of current mechanism. Therefore, it is better that Limited Participating Information was part of full participating information and could be subscribed by PoC Client when they need. 
To ensure that Limited Participant Information will impact existing solution slightly, this CR for reviewing RD is proposing to narrow the possible implementations.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2.1.1 Automatic Notification of Limited Participating Information
In case of PoC Group Session, especially in case of large groups, the amount of data exchanged due to each Participant subscribing to a conference event package and receiving the consequent notifications may become substantially high. From the usability point of view, even though the limited participant information could be sufficient for many cases, the conventional mechanisms may result in providing the full information to the Participants of the PoC Session. From network traffic point of view, this may cause unnecessary high load and also cause deterioration of Media quality in a PoC Session. To overcome this issue, the PoC Service may provide functionality of automatic notification of limited Participant information as an alternative to the full conference information delivery.
