Change 1:  Intro
7.4.2. PIDF Extension Elements

7.4.2.1. <service-description>

The <service-description> element is an extension to PIDF that is used to describe Presence aware services or service suites. The <service-description> element SHALL be used as a child element of the <tuple> element defined in [RFC3863].

The <service-description> element:

a) SHALL contain a <service-id> element that identifies the service or service suite. This element SHALL contain a unique string value consisting of a reverse domain name, e.g. “org.openmobilealliance:PoC-session”; 
b) SHALL contain a <version> element that defines the version of the service or service suite. This element SHOULD contain a string value in the form of “x.y” where “x” is the major version and “y” is the minor version of the particular service; and

c) MAY contain a <description> element. If present, it SHALL contain a string value providing additional informative description of the service or service suite.
d) MAY contain one or more <application-id> elements that identify the applications available using the service. This element SHALL contain a unique string value consisting of a reverse domain name, e.g. "urn%3Aurn-7%3A3gpp-application.ims.iari.gsma-is". 
The following additions to section 5.5.3.2.1 “Composition Policy” defined in [PRS_TS] SHOULD be applied when a tuple contains one or more <application-id> elements: 

· If one <tuple> element includes an <application-id> element and other <tuple> elements include a different <application-id> element, it SHOULD not be regarded as a conflict and it SHOULD be merged into the same <tuple> element.  Identical <application-id> elements SHOULD be removed.
The OMNA Presence <service-description> Registry is available from [OMNA_pidfSvcDesc]. This registry maintains <service-id> element string values for all OMA specified Presence aware services or service suites. These string values start with “org.openmobilealliance”. 
NOTE: Other standards developing organizations making use of the <service-description> element are also recommended to register with OMNA <service-id> element string values related to their Presence aware services or service suites being specified.
In case of multiple presence sources publishing service tuples for the same user, an optimization to the presence composition policies defined in section 5.5.3.2.1 “Composition Policy” of [PRS_TS] can be applied in order to result in only one service tuple per <service-description>  per user (e.g. in multi-device scenario). In such case, only the following conditions SHOULD be applied:
· If one <tuple> element includes a <contact> element, other <tuple> elements include an identical <contact> element;

· If one <tuple> element includes a <service-description> element, other <tuple> elements include an identical <service-description> element. Two <service-description> elements are considered identical if they contain identical <service-id> and <version> elements.
