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1 Reason for Change

A SpamRep Server may receive a Spam Report and wish to forward it.  However, the Server may not have user permission to forward.  In these situations, the SpamRep Server may respond to the Spam Client’s Report with a Request for Forwarding Authorization.  The SpamRep Client may optionally issue a new spam Report containing forwarding authorization.  This CR adds this call flow to the AD.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This document describes a variant call flow that allows a SpamRep Server to request forwarding authorization on receipt of a message.

B.X   Call flow for Report-by-Fingerprint (variant – Corpus Request)  
Role/Where Used

A SpamRep Server may receive a Spam Report and wish to forward it.  However, the Server may not have user permission to forward.  In these situations, the SpamRep Server may respond to the Spam Client’s Report with a Request for Forwarding Authorization.  The SpamRep Client may optionally issue a new spam Report containing forwarding authorization.  Note that this variant Report call flow may be combined with other variants, such as a SpamRep Server request for a different variant or type of Report.  
Detailed Flow

1. The SpamRep Client sends a spam report to the SpamRep Server.

2. The SpamRep Server responds with a status message including a request that the SpamRep Client provide authorization to forward the message, optionally including the forwardee identity.

3. The SpamRep Client optionally sends a spam Report using a different method (e.g., granting authorization to forward) to the SpamRep Server.

4. The SpamRep Server replies with a status message (e.g., indicating success/failure and optionally any other appropriate parameters).
