Change 1:  Adding communication protocol
7. Protocol

SpamRep Clients and Servers communicate by exchanging SpamRep Messages as described in section 5. SpamRep Message Elements defined in sections 5.1 and 5.2 are formatted as XML and enclosed within the SpamRep Document container. Multiple SpamRep Message Elements MAY be enclosed in the same container.
SpamRep Messages SHALL be transported between SpamRep Clients and Servers using the HTTP protocol as described in [RFC2616]. 
SpamRep Client SHALL initiate the communication by sending an HTTP POST request to the URI of the SpamRep Server. The body of the request SHALL contain the SpamRep Message. The MIME type of the entire request body SHALL be “multipart/related” as specified in [RFC2387], except in the case when SpamRep Message contains only the SpamRep Document, and then the MIME type of the request body SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.spamrep+xml”.
After receiving and processing the HTTP POST request, the SpamRep Server SHALL respond with an HTTP response. The body of the response SHALL contain the SpamRep Document consisting of at least one and possibly multiple messages.
