Change 1:  Adding Client Procedures
6.2 Client Procedures

The procedures described in the following subsections are performed by the SpamRep Client.

6.2.1 Spam Report Submission
When reporting messaging abuse, the SpamRep Client:
1. SHALL assemble a Spam Report Message Element as described in section 5.1.1;
2. SHALL assemble a SpamRep Document containing the assembled Spam Report Message Element as described in section 5.3. Additional SpamRep Client originated Message Elements MAY be included in the same SpamRep Document; and,
3. SHALL send the SpamRep Message to the SpamRep Server as described in section 7. The SpamRep Message SHALL contain the assembled SpamRep Document. If the ReportMechanism element of the Spam Report Message Element is By-Value, the SpamRep Message SHALL include the original message.
6.2.2 Requesting an Action
When requesting an action, the SpamRep Client:
1. SHALL assemble an Action Request message as described in section 5.1.2;
2. SHALL assemble a SpamRep Document containing the assembled Action Request message as described in section 5.3. Additional SpamRep Client originated messages MAY be included in the same SpamRep Document; and,

3. SHALL send the SpamRep Message to the SpamRep Server as described in section 7. The SpamRep Message SHALL contain the assembled SpamRep Document.
6.2.3 Spam Report Status Query
When requesting a Spam Report status, the SpamRep Client:
1. SHALL assemble a Status Query message as described in section 5.1.3;

2. SHALL assemble a SpamRep Document containing the assembled Status Query message as described in section 5.3. Additional SpamRep Client originated messages MAY be included in the same SpamRep Document; and,

3. SHALL send the SpamRep Message to the SpamRep Server as described in section 7. The SpamRep Message SHALL contain the assembled SpamRep Document.
6.2.4 Quarantined Messages Query

When querying for quarantined messages, the SpamRep Client:

1. SHALL assemble a Quarantined Messages Query message as described in section 5.1.4;

2. SHALL assemble a SpamRep Document containing the assembled Quarantined Messages Query message as described in section 5.3. Additional SpamRep Client originated messages MAY be included in the same SpamRep Document; and,

3. SHALL send the SpamRep Message to the SpamRep Server as described in section 7. The SpamRep Message SHALL contain the assembled SpamRep Document.
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
