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1 Reason for Change

The share permission should be separated in detail.
The government sharing and third party sharing are different because the government share should be mandatory based on the national law.

The share permission is subdivided into Permission (degree of sharing) and ThirdParty (ID and name for Provisioning and ID for report parameter).

The external way is out of scope but the common schema in device should be specified in TS according to the agreement in May 26 CC.

5.2.4.  Share Permission List
The SharePermissionList is provisioned to the SpamRep Client. The way it is provisioned is out of scope and dependent on implementation (e.g. downloaded from a web site, supplied via OMA DM, etc) and service provider’s policy. 
The SharePermissionList is related with each third party, its name and current permission. Depending the third party the CurrentPermission value can be limited (e.g. “Deny” is prohibited in case of government agency).
The following table specifies elements of the SharePermissionList:
