5 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5.1.1.3
5.1.1.3 Message Fingerprint

The SpamRep Enabler supports reporting spam message By-Fingerprint. A fingerprint algorithm identifier is introduced to enable the use of various fingerprint algorithms. The fingerprint algorithm ID identifies the particular fingerprint algorithm used to generate the message fingerprint.  
Cryptographic hash algorithms such as MD5, SHA-1, SHA-256 can be applied to the entire or part of the spam message to generate a message fingerprint. Some keywords can also be identified and extracted to form a message fingerprint. A recent standardized robust fingerprinting algorithm for image is the MPEG-7 Image Signature Tools [MPEG-7-IMG-SIG], which can be applied to an attached image of the spam message. 
Recommended fingerprint algorithm identifiers are: MD5, SHA-1, SHA-256, KEYWORD, MPEG7-IMG-SIG.
