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1 Reason for Contribution

Contributions 0337 and 0338 proposed to outline the presence functionality for the PoC server in more details. The discussion has concluded that Presence AD should cover those cases where an entity (e.g. PoC server) as a Presentity publishes the Presence information and as a watcher receives the Presentity’s Presence information.

This contribution proposes that the informative text to be added to describe how the Presence Enabler interworks with external OMA Service Enablers using an example of the PoC Enabler. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed contribution addresses this discussion and proposes the related changes for the text of the Presence AD. 
As solution we propose that the PoC Enabler acting as a Presentity/Watcher can be mapped to a Presence External Agent. 

This contribution proposes adding functionality as a Watcher to the list of Presence External Agent functionality. This contribution also proposes for an additional text describing how external Service Enablers can be mapped into Presence Enabler’s Architecture using the example of the PoC Enabler.

6.1.1.4 Presence External Agent

The Presence External Agent element provides the following functionality:

· Supplies Presence information from external networks.

· Sends the Presence information across the Pex reference point according to the format standardized for the Pex reference point.
· Subscribes to a Presentity’s Presence information
· Handles the interworking and security issues involved in interfacing to external networks.
· Has functionality to resolve the location of the Presence Server associated with the Presentity.

Examples of Presence Information that the Presence External Agent may supply, include:

· Third party services (e.g. calendar applications, corporate systems) 

· Internet Presence Services 

· Non SIMPLE-based Presence Services

· Services that use Presence (e.g. PoC,IM).

6.3 Collaboration with Service Enablers acting as Presence External Agent

This section depicts an example of how the collaboration with other service enablers is achieved using the mechanism described in Section 6.1 and Section 6.2 

When a Service Enabler acts as a Presentity and a Watcher, it is considered as a Presence External Agent, which publishes service specific Presence information via Pex and Pf and which subscribes to a Presentity’s Presence information via Pex and Pf.

6.3.1 PoC Service Enabler Example
The PoC Service Enabler, on behalf of a client, publishes PoC specific Presence information to the Presence server and subscribes to the Presentity’s Presence Information on behalf of a client. It can be considered as one of the examples of Presence External Agents. When the PoC Service Enabler acts as a Presence External Agent, the POC-2 reference point can be considered as the Pex reference point. SIP messages are transferred over the Pex (POC-2) and Pf reference points.
