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1 Reason for Change

Color ring service has been widely used in Fixed and mobile network. A Mobile subscriber may configure his preference of  color ring,such as a piece of music , The caller will listen this  color ring that the callee sets already  during connection . We propose to add this feature into presence RD ,and provide better experience of presence for mobile subscribers.

setting up color ring in presence

2： Short Description 

1 this use case shows how mobile a subscribers  configure the  preference of color ring in his  presence features, such as preferred a piece of  music  ,and plays the color ring  for  a  callers  while voice call is connecting.

2   A mobile  subscriber calls ,he will  hear a piece of  callee ‘s color ring of presence 

3  Actors

· Alice- configure color ring feature of  her presence  according to her preference,

· John-Number of users that have subscribed  to have  access to Alice’s presence information
· presence client – Resides in the mobile device of Alice and john , is able to get presence information and modify color ring configuration

· presence enabled phonebook - reside in  mobile devices of Alice and John, is able to get presence information from the presence client
4  Actors specific benefits

Alice:

· Configure various color ring for  those  caller  
Bob

· able to contact Alice as soon as possible
5  Preconditions

●     Alice and John  both subscribe presence service, Alice configures her  color ring feature in presence.

    Bob wants to to contact Alice as soon as possible

6  Postconditions

· Alice can be contacted by voice call  while she lies fallow

· John  contacts  Alice successfully by voice all  while Alice is in leisure time. He listens the color ring while    connection
7  Normal flow

1. Alice invokes her presence service setting menu in her mobile device 

2.  Alice chooses the “preferences” option and in the “color ring” option defines  a new profile, named “alarm ring” 

3.  Alice inside “color ring” option ,chooses the ” alarm preference” option and define a piece of music for alarm when she is using this profile.

4:  John   invokes his presence-enabled address-book ,scrolls down to Alice, and see her presence information.

4. John sees she is available for telephone call  ,and  place a  call. 
5. John hear the music while connection
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
