9.2.1 Definition of OMA Specific elements
An OMA specific extension to RPID [RPID] will be added in order to describe the PoC for phase 1. For later phases the same element can be used in order to describe other OMA specific services (e.g. IM, Gaming etc). 
9.2.1.1 Device ID

The value of the attribute <device-id> is defined OMA specifically. Specification of the <device> element is based upon [presenceModel].
The value of <device-id> SHALL be globally and temporally unique. The device SHALL ensure the uniqueness of its <device-id> irrespective how many presence UAs are running on the device. The value of <device-id> SHALL be made available to any presence UA running on the device.

The value of <device-id> SHALL be generated according to the algorithms defined in [UURI].
