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1 Reason for Change

The XDM specifications define the Conference URI (defined in PoC XDM) and the Service URI (defined in RLS XDM) is a SIP URI. No additional constraints are specified, however it’s supposed the vendors and operators will impose additional constraints on the URI format.

The XDM specifications should define a mechanism how these format constraints get enforced. The “URI negotiation” mechanism is shown in section B.1.2 of RLS XDM and in section B.1.2 of PoC XDM specification.

The current specifications misuse the <uniqueness-failure> element to report violation of the formatting constraints. This should be avoided because:

1) The XDM Client has no possibility to distinguish when a non-unique URL has been entered and when the used URL just does not have the valid format.

2) The local policy that has been violated may have nothing to do with a uniqueness constraint. The alternative value (<alt-value>) is specified within an <exists> element, while the value that violates the local policy might not even exist.

The <constraint-failure> cannot be used for this purpose since it does not allow to specify an alternative value.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.6 Common Extensions

6.6.1 XCAP Conflict Report
In addition to error elements defined in [XCAP] every XDM client and server SHALL support the <wrong-format> extension of Detailed Conflict Reports defined in this sub-clause.
6.6.1.1
Structure
The <xcap-error> can contain the <wrong-format> error element. This indicates that the requested operation would result in a document that did not meet a format constraint imposed by the local policy.
For each URL, element or attribute that is in a wrong format, a <value> element is present as the content of the error element. Each <value> element has a "field" attribute that contains the node selector identifying the erroneous XML element or attribute. The <value> element can optionally contain a list of <alt-value> elements. Each one is a well‑formatted value suggested as an alternative.
