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1 Reason for Change

The CAB WG has recently agreed to update the CAB architecture per the XDM enabler reuse guideline and the latest ARC guideline.  The latest CAB AD shows in the architecture diagram ‘Trusted XDMC’ and ‘Untrusted XDMC’, which are newly added in the recent XDM 2.0 AD updates, and has placeholders for their definitions (See http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/MWG/MWG-CAB/Permanent_documents/OMA-AD-CAB-V1_0-20090509-D.zip).
This document proposes to add the definitions for ‘Trusted XDMC’ and ‘Untrusted XDMC’ in XDM 2.0 AD, which can be referred by other enablers like CAB.

Change 1:  Add the following definitions in section 3.2.
	Trusted XDMC
	An XDM Client that resides within the same Trusted Network as other XDM entities, and thus is not required to authenticate itself for XDM service provisioning.

	Untrusted XDMC
	An XDM Client that resides outside the Trusted Network where other XDM entities reside, and thus is required to authenticate itself for XDM service provisioning.
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
