The details of the flows are as follows:

1) The user “sip:bob@example.com” wants to obtain his UPP Directory document. For this purpose the XDMC sends an HTTP GET request to the Aggregation Proxy.

4) Based on the AUID the Aggregation Proxy forwards the request to UPP Directory XDMS.

5) After the UPP Directory XDMS has performed the necessary authorisation checks on the request originator, the UPP Directory XDMS sends an HTTP “200 OK” response including the requested document in the body.
