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1 Reason for Change

In section 7.2.13, “DenySubscription” primitive works fine in response to the AuthorizationRequest primitive. If USER
  has accepted authorization for his/her presence information to some users and now he/she wants to withdraw authorization for his/her presence information to multiple users, he/she has to send DenySubscription request for each user to the server. This is because DenySubscription has limitation to withdraw authorization of presence information for only one user at a time.  

This CR proposes to modify DenySubscription to support a list of users rather than a single user as parameter to withdraw authorization. 

Usecases:

a)   USER wants to deny his presence information to John in response to the AuthorizationRequest primitive.
       - Message ‘John’ sent to ‘WV-Deny’ alias.

USER has already accepted authorization of his presence information to multiple users.

b)  USER wants to withdraw authorization of John and Merry.

- Message ‘John, Merry’ is sent to ‘WV-Deny’ alias.


c)    USER wants to withdraw authorization of all the users on his/her watcher list

- Message ‘*’ is sent to ‘WV-Deny’ alias.

5 Recommendation

The recommendation is to incorporate the changes proposed in this CR into v1.2 of the command line protocol specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

In section 7.2.13 “DenySubscription” primitive, has a limitation to withdraw authorization only to a particular user. If the USER wants to withdraw authorization to multiple users then he has to use this primitive that many number of times. This CR provides a solution to deny authorization to multiple users in a single request. 

Modify “DenySubscription” primitive to take a list of users rather than only one user as parameter. To withdraw authorization for all the users, the parameter will be ‘*’. Wildcards could be used for specifying the users.  Following sections are changed:

7.2.13 The “DenySubscription” Primitive – WV-Deny Command

The DenySubscription primitive is issued from the CLI client to the server as a response to the reactive authorization AuthorizationRequest request in order to deny the subscription. This command can also be used by a client to withdraw authorization of presence information at any time. To withdraw authorization for multiple users, give a comma separated list of users. To withdraw authorization to all the users ‘*’ is sent. The DenySubscription primitive is implemented by sending a message to the WV-Deny alias:

Syntax: < [UserID1]> 
| [, UserID2] ……… [, UserIDn]  | <*>
Sent To: WV-Deny

Example: john, Mark, Anthony
7.2.14 The “DenySubscriptionResponse” Primitive

The DenySubscriptionResponse primitive is issued from the server to the CLI client as a response to the WVDeny command and is received from the WV-Deny alias. Server MUST send an error if command fails for any user. In addition to the general error messages, the DenySubscriptionResponse primitive is implemented with the following response messages. The actual text response is implementation and language specific.
