AI Brigitte has an action item to investigate this issue and to provide a solution.


I investigated the use of “Conference”, “IM Conference” and “IM Session” throughout the IM documents.

It is clear that the word “Conference” is used in a more generic way, not just for IM applications.

“IM Session” and “IM Conference” are sometimes interchangeable, but nevertheless there is a difference in meaning :

IM Session: this is about the stateful connection that is established to make IM conferencing possible. It applies both to 1-1 and group communication.

IM Conference: this is about the application. The IM Conference uses an instantiation of an IM session to send instant messages.
Therefore I propose to keep both concepts, but to provide new definitions, emphasizing the difference between “IM Session” and “IM Conference”

	A exchange of near real-time messages between more than two users with a central point of control. The IM conference uses an instantiation of an IM session, uniquely identified by a URI to enable message exchange.

An IM conference is usually hosted by a network entity which creates, maintains and manipulates the conferencing features.


	IM Session
	An association that is established at some moment in time, continues for a finite duration and then is dissolved. The session is established between two or more users and facilitates the exchange of near real-time messages. , 
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
