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1 Reason for Change

There are two major reasons for the proposed change.

Firstly, the bullet  

· Mechanisms to allow the MEM client to work off line or in intermittent connectivity
and accompanying 3 lines of text do not appropriately describe the mechanism to allow the client in intermittent connectivity which may occur during some lengthy transfer or sequence of transfers. 

And as for the coverage of mechanism to manage sessions in the 5.3.2, detailed methods for recovery of failures caused by device limitation might not be fully covered by the session maintenance mechanism. 
E.g. stopped transfer of a long message body may not be automatically resumed using session resuming mechanism which may only recover from disconnection and restore up to login status or folder selection and therefore the transfer may resumed by application explicitly with possible confirmation from user.

Secondly, the limitation of a mobile device capability mentioned in the RD should appear in the AD accordingly. The device challenges are described in section 4.2.1 of RD followed by 4.2.2 describing the network challenges.
The intermittent connectivity does not fully cover all the difficulties caused by device limitation. E.g. memory full occurred during receiving from server does not always result in disruption of connectivity. In such case client may keep the connection and continue other jobs on its queue. 
To reflect the above two reasons of change simply and clearly, we rearranged the text as in 6. Detailed change proposal.
