If DM service is not used, Download OTA [DLOTA] is an alternative method for MEM Client Installation. The common procedures of MEM Client installation by Download OTA are as follows:
· MEM server gets some required information（e.g. mobile device type, etc）about the mobile device to select the proper software installation package.



· MEM server sends out OTA message with URL of MEM client software installation package.
· Mobile device downloads the MEM client software installation package subject to the given URL.
· Mobile device installs the software installation package.
