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1 Reason for Change

Since most mobile devices just support Unicode encoding and decoding, some languages cannot be displayed correctly in mobile devices, especially for those Asian languages, such as Chinese, Japanese, Korean, Thai, etc.  Generic Unicode can support all the local charsets, so we can choose to transcode the local charset to the generic Unicode so that all the language can be displayed correctly.
CR01 revises the description of this contribution based on comments from the group meeting in Bangkok.
CR02 revised the CR based on the comments from MEM CC on 24th Sep, 2007, including adding reference and the using generic Unicode instead.  See detail below.

11.Content transcoding
11.x Generic Unicode for Header Fields
In order to guarantee the integrity and readability of the information, it is the best to convert the email to generic Unicode (See [UNICODE]) on the MEM Server before it is sent to the MEM Client.  All MEM Server implementation SHALL support this function.   However, considering the overhead for such conversion, users can set preferences on the MEM server to switch on/off this MEM Server side trans-coding for email header (or/and body) freely. 
The following standard operations will be performed in MEM server when MEM Client requests an email.

· 
· MEM Server transcodes the email headers from original charset to generic Unicode;
· MEM Server sends the transcoded headers to the MEM Client

· MEM Client displays the transcoded headers
(Nevertheless whether the MEM Client displays the right content depends on the capability of the mobile device.) 
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
